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Lake Cochichewick is a valuable natural resource and we should do
everything we can during this time of drought to protect it. Thus, the
Town is making available to the public Water Conservation Kits at cost.
These kits will include a toilet dam (to use less water in each flush), dye
tablets for leak detection in the toilet, a low flow (1.5 gallons per minute
(GPM)), dual-spray kitchen aerator, and two 1.0 GPM bathroom aerators
from:
